Advent: “Make ready the way of the Lord. Clear him a straight path” (Luke 
3:4) In the second week of Advent, we consider our relationships with 
ourselves and with God. We ask, “Do I always appreciate the union of the 
divine and the human that makes me who I am?” Are we aware of the 
wonder of ‘self’ the gift bestowed upon us by our Creator? Do we appreciate 
and use our talents, energies, charms and abilities for God’s glory? In 
prayer and worship, are we in touch with the divine presence around us? 
Symbols of Advent:  The Jesse Tree reminds us that our belief grows out of deep roots of 
thousands of years of our ancestors in the faith. The Advent Wreath, with the progressive 
lighting of its four candles is a recollection of the various stages of salvation history prior to 
Christ’s coming.
