the divine will and by imitating the virtue of those who were pre-eminent 
disciples of the Lord.

PLENARY INDULGENCE: From 12 O’ clock noon on 1st November until midnight all who have 
confessed, received Holy Communion, and prayed for the Pope’s intentions (one Our Father 

and Hail Mary, or any other prayer of one’s choice) can gain one plenary indulgence by visiting a 
church or oratory, and there reciting one Our Father and Apostle’s Creed This indulgence is 
applicable only to the souls departed. Confessions may be made at any time within the week 
preceding or the week following 1st November. Holy Communion may be received on any day 
during that time.  In addition, the faithful who visit a cemetery and pray for the dead may 
gain a plenary indulgence applicable only to the Holy Souls on the usual conditions, (see 

above) once per day from 1st - 8th November.

PARISH SURVEY: Thanks to everyone who 
participated in our little survey last week, 
and especially to the members of the Parish 
Pastoral Council who directed the exercise, 
as well as the Sacristy Team who co-
ordinated the backroom operations.   
We will produce a full summary of the 
results as soon as possible, but for now, here 
are the bare statistics: 
1075 people attended Mass last weekend. 
Of them, 454 returned survey sheets (42%) 
And of them, 142 (13%) Indicated an interest 
in some kind of Ministry. 
We will be in touch soon with everyone in 
the last group (those who responded positively) 
to take their interest further.
